Management & Mitigation:

As the majority of the identified sites are not directly impacted by the project, potential
mitigation measures proposed for the scheme would be to provide planting and noise barriers
to reduce impacts on setting.

An Archaeological Clerk of Works has been appointed to the Project by SRB on the 28"

Where practicable, avoidance of interference with any of the known sites is the most effective
form of mitigation.

For unscheduled sites, SRB will seek the view of the local authority archaeologist.

Monitoring:

A pre-construction survey on identified cultural heritage sites will be carried out and repeated at
intervals throughout the project.

During topsoil stripping, an appropriate person e.g. Engineer will maintain a watching brief over
the works. Should any areas of interest be exposed, the Archaeological Clerk of Works and the
EDT will be immediately informed and works will cease in that area. An exclusion zone will be
put in place with appropriate signage and barrier. Works will not recommence in this area until
the archaeology has been resolved.
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
