• Lack of residential accommodation in the area means that they have little history of complaints regarding environmental health:

• Skinflats SSSI is being looked as possible demonstration site for managed retreat and habitat restoration. 
• Enclosed copy of Phase 2 habitat Survey for Pow Burn and Estuary Wildlife site together with Scottish Wildlife Trust Report. 
• SNH can supply info on SSSI and SPA. 
• CARSE centre in Stirling can provide info on wildlife records for the area. 
• Council’s archaeologist is anxious that 2nd World War machine-gun emplacements at Kincardine Bridge are protected. Medieval 

dockyard is also a concern. 
• SNH has begun notification procedure for this stretch of the Forth as part of new composite Firth of Forth SSSI and SPA. 
• Note inclusion of the land south of the A876 as part of the route corridor which now brings the new route within the Green Belt 

(Policy Rural 11 Rural Local Plan Nov. 1994, copy attached. 
• Number of concerns regarding proposed Bowtrees junction layout & regarding new road connection to M876.  These were 

highlighted on a sketch. In order to provide a clearer road layout and reduce the number of traffic congestion points, an alternative 
layout would be to: 

- Retain existing Bowtrees roundabout; 
- Connect proposed route into the M876 motorway to the west of Bowtrees using slip roads rather than at-grade 

junction; 
- Construct eastbound slip roads linking the A905 to the proposed new road so that local traffic can access the new 

bridge will suffer similar congestion as existing junction. 
• Comments on the Eastfield overbridge 
• Pedestrian access should be maintained for properties at the Haugh of Airth. 
• Design of new Kincardine bridge needs to consider: 

- Capability to increase future capacity; 
- Need to maintain 2-way traffic during maintenance periods; 
- Provision of footway/cycleway across bridge with appropriate links to local path networks on either side of the Forth; 
- Farm vehicles and pedestrian movements along the west shore of the River Forth 

• Preliminary Route design shows route coming to within 300 metres of Airth village. Therefore, EIA should consider noise, visual 
and air quality impacts. 

Museum Services: 
• Within Falkirk Council area, Route A contains no scheduled ancient monuments or listed buildings. 
• Impact upon the old estate of Neuk will be marginal & insignificant. 
• Much of the northern sector is on land that was reclaimed from the Forth by a process of warping from the 20th century onwards 

and is consequently of little archaeological interest. 
• From archaeological perspective, the route is entirely satisfactory.

• Satisfied that proposed route D represents a less intrusive option than Route A. 
• Route D would require bus stops with lay-bys and provision of traffic counting loop sites; again with lay-bys on the A876. Effective 

facilities for pedestrians and cyclists are also necessary. 
• Comments for the preferred route (Route D) would not differ significantly from previous Falkirk Council correspondence (dated 26 

July 2000 and 29 January 2001). 
• Updated boundary of the Firth of Forth SSSI has been confirmed by and received from SNH (copy extract enclosed). 
• The pSPA is afforded the same protection as designated status & its boundary is the same as the new composite SSSI. 
Museum Services: 
•  Option D is not favoured on archaeological grounds. There are various sites of interest occurring at Higgins Neuk. 

- King James IV’s dockyard (NS 919 871).  The royal dockyard was built to take ships of the Scottish Navy – such as 
the Great Harry constructed at Newhaven.  Leith was too far up river to be safe from attack by the English and so 
the dockyard at Higgin’s Neuck provided accommodation for five frontline shipd.  The area and layout of the dicks 
are not fully known, but the Exchequer accounts of the period show them to have been extensive. 

- New Mills (NS 9192 8726).  This was a tidal mill constructed in the late 18th century.  Water from the Pow was 
ponded up at high tide and released into the Forth at low tide. 

- Pier (NS 9195 8725).  The timber piles of a pier have been seem at low tides and followed by probing by member of 
the Falkirk Local history Society. 

- Ferry pier (NS 9217 8711).  The remains of the pier in use up until the opening of the Kincardine Bridge in the late 
1930s are stil visible at the end of a fine stretch of early 19th century turnpike road. 

- Machine gun posts (NS 9198 8702).  Two sets of machine gun posts are built into the boundary walls of the 
approach road to the old pier.  They take the form of heavily shuttered concrete apertures with 3 gun loops each.  
They were constructed during the Second World War to defend the “vulnerable point” at Kincardine Bridge. 

- Silver Link House (NS 9160 8670).  A good example of a 1930s road house. 
• Any construction work along the line of Option D would require detailed investigation of the dock complex and the tidal mill 
• There would also be a need to record the timber features now partially buried by the mudflats. 
• Machine gun posts will require removal and reconstruction elsewhere on site.

• Enclosed information on: 

- Air quality monitoring locations plans in Kincardine; 
- Monitoring data for NO2, CO and benzene; 
- 1994 traffic pollution report; 
- Complaint records regarding noise and vibration; 
- List of potentially contaminated sites within a 5km radius; 
- Appropriate noise controls for East Link Road development. 

• Enclosed information on NO2 diffusion tubes for North Approach Road & 4 monitoring reports at Tulliallan Primary School using a 
‘Groundhog’. 

Transportation: 
• In reference to the situation where the existing bridge will be closed for refurbishment, the T-junction shown about 500m south of 

Gartarry is likely to generate major stress on the network and the effects of this congestion will require to be taken into account in 
the environmental assessment. Traffic may indeed choose to route by the A907 via Carnock to Dunfermline to the detriment of the 
local road network. Even when the existing bridge is re-opened, the side road volume at this junction will be substantial and a 
simple T-junction will not be suitable. 

• Option A does not remove all the through traffic from the village centre, as the Dunfermline to Alloa traffic movement will still require 
to travel through the middle of Kincardine. 

• The effect of the overload of traffic on the new Option A bridge while the old bridge is being refurbished bears consideration. This 
could lead to a considerable environmental disbenefit in terms of traffic congestion and pollution. 

• The route standard of Option A represents a very low level of service that may induce shock-wave stop/start conditions and 
generate associated pollution. 

• Future maintenance of the new structure may require closure of the whole carriageway, as could a serious accident, potentially 
requiring re-routing of traffic through the village centre. Such occurrences will place a restriction on the potential longer term 
environmental improvements for the village Conservation Area 

• Request to be informed of the benefits regarding cycle way and pedestrian facilities of this option. 
• The point where the northbound (Alloa) and the eastbound (Dunfermline) traffic movements split is critical to the scheme layout 

design. Previous design work on the Bowtrees Intersection has reflected the requirement for a grade-separated layout as being the 
appropriate standard at some time in the future. 

Regional Archaeologist: 
• Fife section of Route A does not impact upon any recorded archaeological sites, Conservation Areas (built heritage), designated 

gardens or Designed Landscapes, or any listed buildings. 
• Most of proposed route lies within Clackmannanshire, therefore recommended to contact Falkirk Council Archaeologist. 
Planning & Building Control: 
• There is a pipeline consultation zone in the vicinity of the northern road connection.  Route of the pipeline consultation zone was 

indicated on map. 
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 EIA – Stage 2, Routes A & D Environmental Health: 
• Little new information to add. 
• Enclosed NO2 diffusion tube results for the Northern Approach Road, Kincardine from October 2000 together with four reports on 

monitoring undertaken at Tulliallan Primary School using a “groundhog” 
Regional Archaeologist: 
• Enclosed maps showing sites of archaeological or architectural importance. Kincardine ‘Outstanding Conservation Area’ and Listed 

Buildings. 
• Their remit does not include Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas 
• No registered parks or gardens within the area of Route D, however, please note the close proximity of Route D to the gardens at 

Tulliallan Castle 
• Within Fife, there are no scheduled monuments or Archaeological areas of regional importance. Therefore, corridor of Route D is a 

zone with relatively low archaeological potential. There are various sites (10) of archaeological or architectural interest occurring 
within the projected corridor of Route D. 

Planning & Building Control: 
• Option D does not appear to affect the Firth of Forth SSSI, which has now been fully designated by SNH. 
• Would prefer new bridge to cross the western edge of the former Kincardine Power Station site in order to maximise the longer term 

employment generating potential of the site. 
• As the Kincardine Power Station is derelict, and possibly contaminated, Fife Council would expect appropriate remediation of all land 

which is sterilised for future development by the new bridge. 
• Discussion with Scottish Power should occur regarding the matter of the Route D corridor crossing part of the site area used for coal 

stoking and onward transfer to Longannet Power Station. 
• The proposed western terminus of the Fife Coastal Path should receive due cognisance. 
• Local views on Kennet Road from Kincardine to Clackmannan will be important.  
• The setting of Old Tulliallan Castle should be respected. The new by-pass should not damage the woodland surrounding the Castle. 
• The Dunfermline to Alloa Coastal Railway route must be safeguarded, as it appears to run from embankment to cutting within the 

proposed route. The engineering solution to crossing the railway and linking into Gartarry whilst retaining an access into Kilbagie 
Paper Mill requires to be resolved as part of the feasibility assessment at this stage. 

• It is advised to contact the H & S Executive regarding the presence of a gas pipeline at Gartarry. 
• To the south of Gartarry and lying within the corridor is the cottage of Ambleside Haven. Although not listed, it would be preferred to 

retain this building of character.

• Main comments as per previous consultations. 
• A Phase 1 contamination report carried out for Scottish Power has been carried out on the Former Power Station Site.  A copy can

Jan03, Feb 03) 
• BG to inform whether there will be piling operations. 
Archaeology, Planning & transportation: 
• Enclosed plan showing the extent of Council Land ownership in the Kincardine Area. 
• Contact Archaeologist, Fife Council for confirmation that no sites of archaeological importance will be affected by the new road. 
• No sites of archaeological importance indicated on the local plan will be affected by the scheme. 
• No Listed Buildings, Conservation Areas, Registered Parks and Gardens, Planning Applications, Tree Preservation Orders, 

Ecologically Important Areas, Areas of Designated Landscape Importance/Designated Landscapes and Gardens, Regionally 
Important Geological Sites or Designated will be affected by the proposed road. 

• Information on Footpaths/rights of way/cycleways/bridleways will follow 
• Further information on LBAPs can be sought from biodiversity officer.  
• SEPA should be contacted for confirmation of any areas at risk of flooding. 
• Information on shallow mine workings should be sought from the Coal Board. 
• It appears that the proposed Canal Burn Overbridge will sit adjacent to the curtilage of Old Tulliallan Castle which is a Scheduled 

Monument. 
Planning Policies/proposals: 
• The following key local plan policies relate to the area (West Villages Local Plan October 2002): 
• Policy BE8 (& PR20), BE17, BE19, COU1, COU2, COU6, COU16, COU19, BIT2, CLR2, PR30, WDU2, WDU3. 
• The New Road proposes to pass through and area identified as Established Employment Land and also an area allocated for 

employment use at the former Kincardine Power Station (BIT2). 
• The proposed new road cuts through the line of the proposed extension to the Coastal Path (PR30). 
• Council confirmed the council boundary north of Kilbagie Paper Mill 
• Council supplied their Shoreline Management Plan and confirmed that plan is to maintain existing coastal defences to current 

standards and that this is particularly important at the power station site as it has been considered as a site for potential economic 
development.  

• Council confirmed that the updated West Villages Plan will be available within the next week. 
• Local plans include the potential future development of the coal yard at Kincardine power Station as an employment zone.  The 

proposed route bisects this site and therefore would have a negative impact on any future development.  However, the Council 
would have no objection to the use of the coal yard west of the route as an area for habitat creation, provided that Scottish power 
are content.  If this does not happen the Council would like to see this area of the site remediated. 

• Council would like junction at approx chainage 2100m to allow HGV access to Scottish Power.  Babtie advised that this would be a 
matter to address with the Scottish Executive directly. 

Drainage 
• Confirmed that the water supply to Kilbagie is from a series of lades to the east of the A977 near West Lodge. 
• Provided an extract from the Kincardine Flood prevention scheme which indicates that drainage in Kincardine outfalls at an 

unknown location in or near Kincardine.  The drainage system starts at Moor loch and consists of 900m of piped culvert with 
associated inlet/outlet structures.  Council consider that the likely location of the outfall will be to the northwest of the existing bridge.

• Council will confirm at a later date whether they have any requirements for the culverts and flap valves at Canal Burn. 
• Council request further meeting to discuss flood risks and general drainage issues. 
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  Traffic Data 
• Concerned with the use of William Street and Carnock village during bridge refurbishment.  Due to traffic weight and flow 

restrictions. Babtie confirmed that FaberMaunsell will be consulted regarding these issues. 
• Council request to see the traffic report being completed by FaberMaunsell. 
• Carse Road is frequently used as a “rat-run” and that 50kph speed and 5.5m carriageway  would be adequate for Carse Road. 
Provision for non-motorised users 
• Council requested a more detailed plan showing the footpath arrangement over the proposed Carse Road overbridge. 
• Council confirmed that rights of way have not changed since previous consultations. 
• Babtie confirmed that cycling provision is being determined through consultation with Sustrans. 
• Council concerned about responsibility of future maintenance for footpath around Kincardine Power Station. 
• Environmental 
• Council would like low maintenance landscaping along Carse Road. 
• Would like landscaping to be appropriate to the local landscape and concerned that it may have as adverse effect on the visual 

amenity.  Babtie to provide detailed of proposed landscaping when ready. 
• Council will forward shoreline management plan to Babtie. 
• Council have no particular requirements with regard to noise other than standard contract requirements 
• Council have no relevant Geotechnical information available 

EIA – Stage 3, Route A No Reply 
EIA – Stage 2, Routes A & D • Enclosed BG map marked up with locations of Forest Commission land and FC access routes. 

• Route D does not directly impact upon FC land. 
• Note that FC has right of access for timber haulage to the Gartarry Roundabout as shown on the attached plan.

EIA – Stage 3, Route D Can confirm that Forest Enterprise has no further comments to make at this stage. 
EIA – Stage 3, Route A • Comment is difficult without design. 

• Operations should not affect migratory runs of salmonids. (this would include piling & water disturbance). 
• Disturbance and re-suspension of deleterious sediments could be cause for concern (e.g. reduction in dissolved O2 levels). 

EIA – Stage 2, Routes A & D • There are two fisheries affected by the proposal – one on either side of the river.  It is not known how intensely these are fished at 
present or the number of fish taken. However, until bridge design known it is impossible to make assessment regarding proposal 
impact on fisheries.

EIA – Stage 3, Route D • Concerns relate to ensuring the safe passage of fish both in the Forth itself and in any tributaries likely to be affected by the 
proposal as well as maintaining water quality. 

• Impossible for FDSFB to comment in any detail at this stage until detailed design plans are available. 
Forth Estuary Forum EIA – Stage 3, Route D • Loss of inter-tidal land on the Forth – saltmarsh and mudflat are UK BAP priority habitats, any further loss to these habitats would 

be detrimental to the long-term balance and functioning of the estuary (and possibly the SPA -SNH would be advisors on matter of 
the SPA).  The Forum would hope that any losses of inter tidal land were mitigated with developments elsewhere in the estuary. 

• Effects on the hydrodynamics of the estuary – members of the local community have commented on changes to the level of mud at 
the current Kincardine Bridge.  Any change in the movement of sediments would have a knock-on effect to any realignment 
proposal the Forum promotes.  The Forum hopes that the design of the bridge structure was able to minimise the impact on the 
natural dynamics of the estuary. 

• Promotion of non-motorised transport – Ensuring all links to SUSTRANS cycle paths or local authority path networks will be a vital 
part of the design and a potential benefit of the bridge. Note the recent work done on the Forth Access initiative feasibility study to 
promote a coastal corridor. 
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• Navigation – design of the bridge should have a long term view and provide enough height for inshore sailing vessels to travel 
upstream. 

EIA – Stage 3, Route A • Confirm that there is no commercial traffic west of Grangemouth now.  The last vessel to pass up through Kincardine Bridge to 
Alloa was in 1988.   

• There is still some fishing activity around Kincardine. 
• There is an outfall at Airth. 
• Gas main at Dunmore. 
• Hydrographic survey of the area between the bridge and Alloa carried out by the Tay Estuary Research Cantre in 1991.

EIA – Stage 3, Route D • At present there is no commercial traffic navigating the river upstream of the existing Kincardine Bridge. 
• This may change so new bridge design should not impede safe future navigation. 
• Request further detail of the span between bridge supports. 
• As the proposed bridge crosses the river at an angle the navigable span of the bridge will need to be wider than that of the existing 

bridge 
• If future requirements of navigation are not impeded, Forth Ports have no further comments

EIA – Stage 3, Route D • Any deposits made in the sea below the Mean High Water Springs requires a licence under the Food and Environmental protection 
Act (FEPA).  This would relate to any marine construction works or sea disposal operations.  It should also be noted that if a licence 
is required for the above, the developers should contact the Marine Laboratory at an early juncture in the proceedings. 

• There are various operators of net-and-cobble fisheries for salmon on the Forth.  It is possible that some could be directly affected.

• Possible that boats fish for sparling (smelt) in the area – although FRS have no details (SFPA Pittenweem may be able to advise).

EIA – Stage 3, Route D • Proposed National Cycle route is now being proposed to the South East Scotland Transport Partnership (SESTRANS) as a pan-
Forth initiative. 

• Proposed National Cycle Route will be a strategic recreational route and is hoped to tie in to the Zebrugge ferry.  It will be designed 
to meet National Cycle network design guidelines. 

• Sustrans would prefer to see a bridge across the A876 at a point where it is crossed by the proposed national cycle network route. 
• If and overbridge is provided at the Pine N Oak, then the majority of cyclists would use this and continue along the Halls of Airth 

Road.  Sustrans would therefore be content to terminate the A905)N) cycle track just north of Bowtrees north roundabout and allow 
any cyclists travelling past this point to continue on the public road/. 

• Sustrans would have no objection to the possibility of combining a cycle/pedestrian bridge at Pine N Oak with a farm 
accommodation works. 

• Sustrans would like Carse Road closed to vehicular traffic. 
• 2m wide cycle facility on the main bridge would be acceptable, provided a barrier was provided between cyclists and traffic. A higher 

parapet would be required for cyclists. 
• 2m wide cycle facility would be acceptable on all other routes except  where equestrians were also facilitated in which case the 

width should be the same as on the Eastern Link Road cycle/equestrian facility 
• content with the proposed cycle track locations, but would like to see more than 0.5m between the cycle track and the fence and no 

plants growing within 2m of the cycle track. 
• Sustrans advised consultation with SPOKES.
